System of Care

Crisis Plan Instructions

Who should fill out the Crisis Plan? The case manager from the lead agency is responsible for completing the form based on input and decisions made by the Local Interagency Planning Team (LIPT). The case manager is also responsible for meeting with the youth and family, going over the plan in detail, and getting signatures.

When should the Crisis Plan be completed? Immediately following the first LIPT meeting (no later than five days from the initial staffing).

Where should the Crisis Plan be kept? It should be attached to the Community Care Plan.

What guidelines should be followed in completing the Crisis Plan? The following guidelines should be followed:

· The purpose of the Crisis Plan is to ensure a safe and appropriate response in the event of a crisis involving the youth. The Crisis Plan provides the parent/guardian with an easy-to-understand and easy-to-follow one-page quick reference in a crisis.
· The Crisis Plan should be individualized to the needs and circumstances of each youth and changed as those needs and circumstances change. 

· The case manager should make sure the parent/guardian understands and can follow the Crisis Plan.
· The Crisis Plan should be kept in a handy place, such as on the family refrigerator or near a phone.

· The Georgia Crisis Hotline should be included as a resource for every family (it is already on the form), and the case manager should explain when to call this number and when to call 911.
